In your group you are charged with making a model Robot whose parts are all ‘Prisms’ according to the following instructions.
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Each ‘Prism Person’ must include at least one of the following types of prism
· Cuboid, Triangular prism, Hexagonal based prism, Cylinder

· State of completion (how finished are you?)

· Aesthetic appeal (how good does it look?)

· Prism choice (have you met the minimum requirements and what else have you included?)

· Use of resources (did you make the best of what you were given?)

· Accuracy (how well have you built your prisms?)
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
